A Spiritual Meditation for the 

Apostles Peter and Paul - Year C 

 

     Peter, the head of the Apostles, and Paul the Apostle to 

the Gentiles have been remembered together on this date 

since ancient times. Peter and Andrew his brother were 

fishermen when Jesus called them to follow him. Jesus 

changed Peter's name to Cephas a Greek word meaning 

"rock." Thus, " You are Peter, and upon this rock I will 

build my Church. Paul had been Saul, a righteous Pharisee 

and proud persecutor of the early Christians. After Paul's 

conversion on the road to Damascus, he became a zealous 

missionary proclaiming the gospel throughout Asia Minor. 

Tradition holds that both men were martyred in Rome. 
 

     Both Peter and Paul are role models of the Christian 

faith. Both were leaders. Moreover, they are exemplary 

because as ones living in the flesh, they helped by planting 

the Church in their blood and by drinking the Lord's chal-

ice. They were friends of God who courageously pro-

claimed the good news in thought, word, and deed. 
 

     Christ himself designated Peter, the rock, to be the 

keeper of the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven and to be a 

primary leader of the church of the Apostles. As the first 

bishop/ overseer of the Church in Rome, he lived in Christ 

and died a martyr's death for Christ. 
 

     The Apostle Paul wrote in prison awaiting trial. He 

senses that his imprisonment is being offered up as a sacri-

ficial libation. "The time of my departure is at hand"... I 

have run the race, I have completed well, I have kept the 

faith, and I look forward to the crown of righteousness." 

Now the time had come for both Peter and Paul to go home 

to God and to hand over the leadership to others. For those 

two beloved Apostles, to live in Christ, to die is gain. 
 

     The early Church offers us an example of the power of 

intercessory prayer. By extension, we should imitate this 

type of prayer by praying for the intercession of the mar-

tyrs who have gone before us, marked with 

the sign of faith. Let us also pray fervently 

for our new Pope, Leo XIV, the successor of 

Peter, who was for many years a missionary 

like Paul and also a proclaiming evangelist 

like the early apostles.
