A Spiritual Meditation for the 

5th Sunday of Lent - Year A 
 

     The biblical readings for the season of Lent are a rich 

panoply of symbols and metaphors providing us with a 

rich Judeo Christian Tradition. For example, the lengthy 

exchange in today's Gospel between the formerly blind 

man and the Pharisees serves as a reminder that we are all 

born blind and we've given our sight at baptism. It is then 

when we are able to see through the eyes of faith. As we 

continue our Lenten journey, Let us pray that God will 

continue to illuminate us, opening our eyes to his truth. 

"You were once in darkness, but now you are light in the 

Lord." 

     Jesus is the source and the goal of our lives. Paul en-

courages the Romans. Life has no if it not lived in Christ 

and for Christ. Moreover, when one comes to know Jesus, 

one is already in some way risen. Our lives are so full and 

profound that even if one were to die, one continues to live 

in and through him. 

     And so, even the OT prophecy of Ezekiel reveals faith 

as he speaks to the bones. Suddenly, they are filled with 

God's breath and Spirit and immediately are brought back 

to life. Admittedly, Ezekiel is addressing the nation of 

Israel, but his words could also apply to the resurrection 

and reactivation of the individual. Thus, it is the Spirit of 

the Lord who gives us true life - life that will never end. 

     The life that we receive from the Spirit is so profound 

that even our mortal bodies will be filled with an eternal 

life in resurrection from the dead. By faith our human life 

does not end with death. It is changed into a 

"realized eschatology." In other words, the 

end time has already begun Jesus comes into 

our lives. We do not have to wait for our 

eternal reward. It has already begun.
