A Spiritual Meditation for Easter of 

the Resurrection of the Lord - Year A 
 

     For the celebrating of this day, Easter is more than 

beautiful flowers, Sumptuous meals candy and lovely  

music. It is also the event that gives ultimate meaning to 

our lives. Simply stated because Jesus died and rose from 

the grave, we no longer have to that nothing makes sense 

anymore. To illustrate this for the first time in many 

weeks, we proclaim the Alleluia. We celebrate Jesus our 

Paschal Lamb who died for us. We are an Easter people; 

ours is a resurrection faith - Alleluia! 

     Many people celebrated Easter at the evening Vigil 

Mass. The nine Scripture readings reveal again the  

redemptive activity of God's plan. Our salvation history is 

a dialogue between word and psalm as the word of God 

speaks to us. In a climactic moment, the Apostle Paul  

redacts for his Roman audience a kerygmatic moment as 

he proclaims, "If, then, we have died with Christ, we be-

lieve that we shall also live with him." Easter affords us 

the sacred moment to renew our baptismal commitment to 

life in Christ. 

     The Easter Sequence is an ancient poem celebrating a 

rich and powerful symbolism. The Paschal Lamb is also 

the shepherd of the flock. Jesus is the sinless one who  

redeems us as life and death collide on the cross. Death is 

defeated by love that gives us life eternal. Finally, the  

second part of the Sequence is a dialogue between the 

poem's narrator, the author of the Risen life, and Mary of  

Magdala, who is representational of the church and gives 

witness to that which we saw at the tomb. By extension, 

we see the empty tomb and the Risen Christ as well. 

     We call upon the body of the risen Christ, 

our victorious King who is our mercy. "Christ 

indeed from death is risen, our new life  

obtaining." Marana-tha, O Lord, Come!
