A Spiritual Meditation on the 2nd Sunday 

of Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday - Year A 

     The first reading from the book of Acts gives a description of the 

early Christian community. Luke, the author, tends to be optimistic, 

thus giving his narrative a somewhat naïve perspective, but it is also a 

sincere call to be the most that we can be, to strive for community and 

a loving fellowship. Indeed, sometimes we all get caught up with the 

interpersonal annoyances of everyday church life that we miss the 

good things that are also happening. 

     The members of that early Christian community are described as 

being sincerely dedicated to the celebration of the Eucharist, prayer, 

and mutual support. Moreover, if we get caught up with toxic difficul-

ties than we fail to see how God is working in our midst. 

     Easter Time is a 50 day period filled with the wonder and gratitude 

of celebrating our Eucharistic faith as an Easter people. And so on 

this Divine Mercy Sunday, let us resonate with the psalmist: “Give 

thanks to the Lord for he is good, and his love is everlasting.” As the 

mercy of God endures forever, we can experience and enjoy our 

merciful God in our celebrations. Also, we recall to mind in reflecting 

upon God’s mercy – the death and resurrection of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, and the renewed commitment to our baptismal promises. 

     However, Easter joy does not mean that we have to ignore prob-

lematic factors in everyday living. An awareness of the importance of 

God’s Divine Mercy is also a secular remembrance that the world has 

become a “global village.” This awareness is a reminder that mercy is 

inclusive, not exclusive. 

     The second reading is somewhat unique. Although it is framed as 

an epistle, it is actually a baptismal homily. Dying and rising with 

Christ in the sanctified waters of baptism, we have attained a changed 

perspective of sin. The author of 1 Peter writes in an elegantly power-

ful Koiné Greek. Clearly, through the sacrament of baptism, sin is no 

longer a breaking of rules. Rather, in the dignity of the Lord, our 

baptism calls us to live in a manner worthy of God’s dignity. 

     Jesus, in his death and resurrection taught us and continues to 

teach us that his mercy is precious and not acquired at a cheap price. 

Consequently, Jesus thinks highly of his redemption of us. Should we 

then not value ourselves as highly valuable also? 

     Today’s gospel reading is an object lesson. For example, there are 

many things in life that we do not see and yet believe. Observed 

things are important, but non-observable things are equally important. 

We have never been able to measure love with physical exactitude, 

yet we still base our lives of faith on its power to save us from the 

wickedness and snares of the devil. 

     In the Upper Room the Apostle Thomas saw, 

touched, and believed. Thomas’ witness to the incar-

national reality of the Risen Christ is real, not imag-

ined. So that those who believe without seeing – 

those of us in the generations after the eyewitnesses 

are commended for believing.
