A Spiritual Meditation for the
3rd Sunday of Easter - Year A

Today's readings are a powerful presentation of the early
kerygma of the primitive church. Moreover, many of these
themes appear in Luke's writings. The first and most
important is that God has a plan for humanity and that this
plan was fulfilled in the person and work of Jesus Christ.
God's plan had been foretold from the prophets of the OT and
also from Psalm 16, which is quoted at length. A second and
third theme of God's plan are revealed to a Jewish audience
who undoubtedly resonate as the listening people with the
kerygmatic message.

As Jesus is the revealed Messiah, so also does Luke
(through the preaching of Peter) espouse that the Crucified
Jesus overcame interference from "lawless men." To this end
scripture acclaims that God would not let the evil deeds of the
Jewish leadership destroy the salvific plan. In other words,
God himself destroyed these evil designs by raising Jesus
from the dead. God raised this Jesus, and of this the Apostles
and other disciples are all witnesses.

A further extension of the kerygma is revealed concerning
God who raised his Son, Jesus, from the dead and reminds us
that God ransomed us with the precious blood of Christ. In-
deed, good news!

As we celebrate the Eucharist here and now today, there is
a continuum of action when we meet Jesus in both real
moments, in the opening of the word and in the breaking of
the bread.

The scene of the disciples walking along and encountering
Jesus on the road to Emmaus, and not recognizing him, has
often been a paradigm of our journey in the spiritual life. In
addition, perhaps we can identify with the two disciples who
probably were experiencing despair and discouragement. But
when Jesus joined them and revealed himself to them, their
despair turned into joy, and they rushed to tell the other
disciples.

If we continue today to open ourselves to God's movement
in our lives, we can feel the same joy and be energized to
share the Gospel with others. The road to Emmaus is a mo-
mentous journey by faith with others.

Let us persevere on the journey to
experience the presence of the Lord in our
midst. The road to Emmaus becomes
more than a journey. It becomes a
Eucharistic “moment” in the breaking of
the bread ... even if we don't always rec-
ognize the real presence of Jesus at first.
