A Spiritual Meditation for the  

4th Sunday of Easter - Year A 
      

     God raised this Jesus. Of this we are witnesses. Today's 

first reading is a continuation of Peter's address to the people, 

who were gathered in Jerusalem for a Jewish springtime festi-

val 50 days after Passover. Aside from the paramount impact 

of the Resurrection, the early disciples, urged by apostolic 

preaching, integrated the popular pastoral image of Jesus who 

is the Good Shepherd. The Good Shepherd calls each one of 

us by name and protects his sheep from those things that 

would harm or destroy us. 

     During and following the Babylonian Exile, the image of 

God as a shepherd became captivatingly popular. It is not 

exactly a compliment to be called sheep; yet from a Christian 

perspective, it means to be a follower, one who trusts. The 

shepherd designates a leader-sheep to help guide the flock. 

Jesus also uses the shepherd image as a starting point and then 

alters it slightly by calling himself the "sheepgate", "I am the 

gate for the sheep." This means that if anyone wants to come 

to God, finding safety, that one comes through Jesus who 

alone is our peace and our protector. 

     And so, by our baptism, we are commissioned to share 

committedly the Gospel. As Peter encourages the people to 

save their souls through repentance and baptism and commun-

ion in the Holy Spirit, in 1 Peter, the second reading, the au-

thor points to the patience of suffering as an example for us. 

     As Jesus is indeed the shepherd and guardian of souls, we 

ostensibly hear the call of the Good Shepherd who is our 

guiding, ever-present strength and our salvation. The sacra-

ment of baptism cleanses us of our original sinfulness as hu-

man persons, while at the same time it orients us and predis-

poses us to turn from our sins and embrace the 

mercy of God and his saving plan for us with a 

totality of resolve, with all our hearts, sin sepa-

rates us from God. Redemption in Christ 

draws us to God. In our baptized life of faith, 

there is a land of the living and a land of the 

dead, and the bridge is love, our only hope, our only joy.
