A Spiritual Meditation for the
S5th Sunday of Easter - Year A

Jesus is the living stone upon which the Church has been built. He
is a sure foundation which, we believe, will never be shaken or de-
stroyed. Today's second reading from 1 Peter testifies that Jesus is the
cornerstone, the precious foundation - the Qahal YHWH, the assem-
bly of the Lord. Moreover, the Church represents a vibrant spiritual
house.

"You are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a
holy nation, a people of his own..."
So as God's people, we are selected, sanctified, and consecrated to
the Lord alone.

Our image of church calls us to share in the priesthood of the
kingship of Jesus. Through the grace of baptism, and we are set aside
to be a people of God's plan and his alone. Since God has chosen us,
it is in him that we find our identity.

The First Letter of Peter, the second reading provides us with a
beautiful yet also challenging description of who we are as proclaim-
ers of the gospel. Furthermore, today's gospel reading is a rather
extended presentation (chapters 14—17) by Jesus, and is his discourse
preparing his disciples for his departure. What Jesus says, and contin-
ues to say, is that his followers must continue his good news by sus-
taining a power-packed mandate to maintain the way, the truth, and
the life. As wisdom incarnate, the kerygma of the disciples is to
preach Jesus. He is the Way, for he is also the source, summit, and
goal of all our lives.

Finally, the first reading for today from Acts demonstrates Luke's
realistic, agreeable portrayal of the early church. Put aside differences
and be attentive to everyone, especially widows and orphans. Out of
this ad hoc need, seven deacons were called into service - diaconia -
to provide comfort and assistance to the needy, to serve at table, and
eventually to preach. Luke does not deny the importance of reaching
out to others by the discipleship of witnessing in the name of Jesus.

But what about those people who never come to know Jesus as we
know him? If Jesus is the only way to the Father, then how can these
others be saved? The rationale to resolve this is complex. May not
people of other faiths desire to be one with God and strive
to follow truth? Did Jesus relegate outsiders to estrange-
ment? Or did he merely open up his guiding principle to
love everyone in the name of... "Hear, O Israel, the Lord
our God is one." In praying the Shema, "Israel" we are
acknowledging the unity of God who desires to save, not separate.
